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To the Ends of the 

Earth: The Garden 

Deaf School is set to 

open on April 9, 2026! 

Hopefully, I will leave in 

March to spend six 

weeks with the pastor and his family as the new 

school gets started. Following this trip, I will return to 

the United States to complete my deputation. Please 

pray that my visa application will be approved 

quickly. 

Once I reach my support goal, I plan to return to the 

Deaf that I visited in 2024 to continue training under 

the school’s founder. Please pray for guidance on 

these next steps and that this region will soon 

ease its restrictions on foreigners. 

On the Road: During December and January, 

I had the opportunity to speak in 14 churches 

and 2 Christian schools throughout South 

Carolina, North Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, 

and Georgia. Two of these meetings were 

completely unplanned—I simply "dropped in" 

at local churches. Both times, the pastors 

invited me to share, both churches voted for 

support, and one even offered to cover the cost 

of my plane ticket to India! It is humbling to see 

God work through the generosity of strangers!  

I’m halfway there! My promised support has increased 

to 54%! Thank you to those churches who joined with 

me! Please continue to pray for safety on the roads 

and for more churches to partner with me in 

reaching the Deaf world for Christ. 

Turning 30 and Looking Back: I turned 30 years old 

in January; and looking back at 2025, I am in awe of 

what the Lord has accomplished! 

Deputation: One year complete!  

• I spoke in over 70 churches in 12 states. 

• I helped with 2 VBS programs. 

• I saw two young girls accept Christ as Savior! 

• I reached 54% of my support goal. 

Training Interpreters: In January 2025, I gave 

responsibility of teaching the ASL class to Lindsey. In 

March, she started training two of 

the ladies specifically for 

interpreting. Lindsey left for college 

in August and now these two ladies 

are the primary interpreters at 

church. Seeing how well they all are 

doing is hugely rewarding!  

God has provided two more 

faithful workers for the Deaf 

ministry!  

Discipleship: I continued meeting regularly (in person 

or online) with two ladies. Please pray for their 

continued spiritual growth and steadfastness.  

As I enter this new decade, I am resting in the truth 

that God remains the same and He will continue to 

faithfully guide my steps. Thank you for your prayers 

and for being part of this journey to reach the Deaf 

world for Christ!
